When should I apply?
Penn State reviews applications throughout the year, but we strongly 
encourage you to submit your application as soon as possible in the fall. 
Students can expect a decision within four to six weeks.

edu/apply for more information. Students who visit Berks can get the 
application fee waived prior to submitting the Penn State application.

Students are automatically considered for scholarships, both merit-based 	
and need-based, once they apply and are accepted to Berks.
